Samaritan Aviation operates the only float-plane in 
Papua New Guinea, the second largest island in the world.  
We currently serve in the East Sepik Province whose popu-
lation is estimated at 500,000. We serve those living in the 
East Sepik through emergency evacuation flights, medicine 
delivery, disaster relief and community health programs. 

Only 4% of the world’s population live in the United States. We be-
lieve that to have a balanced perspective of the world we must take 
into consideration that almost half the world — over three billion 
people — live on less than $2.50 a day and at least 80% of our pop-
ulation live on less than $10 a day. According to UNICEF, 22,000 
children die each day due to poverty. And they “die quietly in some 
of the poorest villages on earth, far removed from the scrutiny and 
the conscience of the world.” By showing up and being present, we 
have experienced outstanding joy and peace in the homes of peo-
ple who live with so little.  We have come to realize that although 
they live in poverty they have an attitude of abundance while many 
live with abundance and have an attitude of poverty. Over the years 
we have gone on many mission trips around the world and we have 
come to realize that with our resources we can accomplish in 2 weeks 
what typically requires 10 years.
